Training Tip of the Week: Muzzle
Up! First step in this tip - forget the
traditional thought that all dogs who
wear a muzzle are vicious. Dogs wear
muzzles for a variety of reasons
including (but definitely not limited
to): eating rocks, or other things on
the ground that could cause a life-
threatening issue; to be used as a cue
to give the dog some space, and
probably the most common is the
possibility of the dog having to wear
one at the vet's office.
